Charging Battery

The Player can be charged by connecting the

USB cable to computer's USB port or an

optional Power Charger

e A solid battery icon means the battery is fully

charged; as the player is used the battery level

indicator will be partially filled

e A blank battery indicator means the battery

charge is low and must be plugged in to
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charge the battery.

IMPORTANT: When the player is plugged in to
charge, make sure that the ON/OFF switch is
in ON position

IMPORTANT: When the player is not going to
be used for an extended period of time, please
turn power switch to OFF position — Please
note that turning switch to off position will reset

the player and the clock.
